Camp Out Blanket Badge

The requirements for the Camp Out Badge are as follows:

1. During a holiday period, pack a bag suitable for camping and enough for four days and four nights. 
The Cub Scout is:
· To use only that gear over the four days.
· To wash and dry his/her own crockery and cutlery during this period. 
· To be aware of the need for good hygiene, store and pack clothes away neatly in their camp out bag and wear appropriate clothing for activities (wear enclosed shoes whenever possible.)

2. Camp out at home - either outside in the backyard or inside on the floor in a sleeping bag. Use a torch to find your way around in the dark 
to the bathroom, toilet etc.
									
3. Attend a Pack sleep-over.

4. Attend a Pack Holiday or Camp of at least two nights’ duration and help prepare a meal.
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5. The Cub Scout is to demonstrate that he/she can erect, dismantle and pack up a tent as a member of a team of Cub Scouts.	

6. The Cub Scout is to discuss the following with the Cub Scout Leader and show that they understand:
· The need for everyone to observe good personal hygiene and why
· The importance of eating healthy food
· The need to drink plenty of water
· Why they need to report any illness or injury during a pack holiday or camp.

* Parts 1 and 2 are to be signed off by the parent or guardian. 
(They will then be aware of what the Cub Scout needs to be prepared for overnight camps, especially Cuborees).

* The Cub Scout Leader will approve the badge with the parent or guardian. 

Please note: This is a blanket badge only – not to be worn on the uniform.
