GREY WOLF AWARD PROCESS - FOR ALL CUB SCOUT LEADERS IN GWSR
· Complete the NSW Grey Wolf Commencement Form at 9½ years of age or when the Cub Scout commences their Gold Boomerang.
· Forward this form to your DLCS/Seeonee Leader.
· The form will be signed by the DLCS/Seeonee Leader. A copy will then be sent to the parent and another to the Cub Leader while the original will be held to keep track of the Cub Scout’s progress. The Leaders holding the commencement forms should keep an eye on the time frame and follow up with the CSL if it is getting near the Cub Scout’s 11th Birthday!
· Aim to have all the requirements completed at least four weeks (earlier if possible) before the Cub’s 11th Birthday.

· Discuss the planned Grey Wolf hike at your Seeonee, to ensure it is suitable. Limit the numbers going on the walk. (6 maximum, CSLs and Cubs only).
· Take the completed Jungle Book resource to your Seeonee; to share with others and to ensure it is suitable and conforms to the guidelines.
· Check that Cub Scout has completed all the requirements.
· Complete NSW Application for Grey Wolf Award. 
· Remember logs are not a requirement of the Grey Wolf Award and cannot be insisted upon (this may change in the future).
· Hand the application form plus $10 to your DLCS or Seeonee Leader, who will sign the form and forward it to the RCCS.
·  * This must be done well before the Cub Scout turns 11.

· The RCCS will approve the application and forward the application onto the SCCS, so the badge, certificate and woggle may be issued.
· Once the RCCS receives the Award, it will be given to the DLCS/Seeonee Leader, who will organise a date and time with the CSL, to present it.
· The Grey Wolf Award should be presented as soon as possible, please do not make the Cub Scout wait too long to receive it. 
· Make the presentation special, your Cub Scout has worked hard for this award. Ensure enough time is given to invite parents, family and friends.
· Be proud; you as the CSL and your fellow Leaders have worked hard to encourage and help the Cub Scout achieve this special award. 
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
