	Arrive Abbotsford Wharf – Battersea Park
	Walk uphill by the Sydney Rowing Club and turn right into The Terrace. This leads into Battersea Park. 

	
	Battersea Park – Quarantine Reserve
	Take the flight of steps at the far end up to Hunter Street and turn right into Checkley Street

	9.45am
	Morning Tea at Quarantine Reserve


	The Quarantine Reserve was once a place to keep imported animals for a period to check that they were free of disease. The Animal Quarantine station was in operation for about sixty years before closing in 1980. 

	10.15am
	Depart Quarantine Reserve


	Continue south along Abbotsford Parade to the delightful Henry Lawson Park, which is full of lively sculptures and good picnic shelters. There is a unique children’s playground. The park commemorates the famous bush poet, who lived nearby on Great North Road in the 1920s at the end of his life.

	
	Arrive at Henry Lawson Park

	

	10.55 am
	Arrive Halliday Park
Spend some time at the playground
	From the end of Charlton Street, a path runs along the foreshore all the way to Halliday Park. Wading birds can often be seen in the shallows by the path.

	11.10 am
	Depart Halliday Park
	Cross the park to Preston Avenue, turn right at the end then dogleg to reach Lyons Road West. 

	
	Bardwell Park Golf Course
	Turn right immediately after crossing a bridge over a canal and follow the pleasant waterside path, attractively landscaped with native plants, to Bayview Park. Centerpoint Tower is visible above Abbotsford on the far side.

	12 noon
	Arrive Bayview Park
	Bayview Park is a popular picnic area, with a small beach, jetty and tranquil water views. There is a monument to the 58 French Canadians exiled here in 1840 after an uprising against British rule in Canada. Pick up the Chateauguay Walk around Exile Bay, named for the prisoner’s home town in Quebec, just past the boat ramp.

	Depart Bayview Park

	

	1.00 pm
	Arrive Prince William Park
	Once past the golf course the path runs between grey mangroves on the foreshore and the Cape Cabarita housing development, built on a former industrial site.

	1.15 pm
	Depart Prince William Park

	Follow the path around Prince Edward Park, another excellent picnic spot with large gazebos overlooking the bay, and continue past the wharf. This path heads in to France Bay for a short distance. At its end, turn left through a gate into Cape Cabarita, turning right at the roadside and right again into Phillips Street.

	2.00 pm
	Arrive Cabarita Park
	Continue up Phillip Street and turn right at Collingwood Avenue. Turn left at Roberts Street and right at Dorking Ave. Continue along Dorking Ave until you reach Waine Street – turn left and then right at Cabarita Road. Follow this road until you reach Cabarita Park. 

	2.33 pm
	Depart Cabarita on ferry – back to Rydalmere
	If we miss this ferry the next and last ferry departs Cabarita at 3.33pm

	2.55 pm
	Arrive Rydalmere Wharf
